Each assessment includes separate timed sections, each designed to test a
particular topic.

Each section begins with examples of how to answer the questions.

Before the start of each section, you will be told how many questions there
are and the time available.

In most sections you move from question to question using the ‘Next” and
‘Previous’ buttons.

The tests are designed so that you must use all the time allocated for each
section. If you reach the end of a section you will be sent back to the first
question. In some sections you will not be able to progress onto the next
section until you have answered all the questions correctly or you have run

out of time.
